Through dedicated voluntary coaching from Garth Toner the Club has built up 
a following of 30 juniors who take part in weekly sessions on a Saturday after-
noon. As Garth provides his time free of charge the cost to their juniors is 
kept at just 50p per session.  
 
Garth is working hard on increasing exposure to Mini Squash in Lilleshall 
through a schools programme and hopes that the juniors he coaches at the 
schools will come along to the Saturday afternoon coaching on court.  
 
Just before Christmas 08 all juniors were involved in a competition Garth or-
ganised and each of them were pleased to receive certificates for taking part, 
which were presented by the Club�s Chair, Paul Evans. Garth intends later 
this year to organise a more serious cup-competition and it is thanks to the 
coaching and competition opportunities that one of the juniors has progressed 
to the senior leagues.  
 
Lilleshall has aspirations to support more coaches to gain their qualification 
and coach license in order to be able to support the growth of their junior sec-
tion.
